Peter was signed by Narada
Productions to a recording contract where he had his first major
success, scoring the "Fire Dance" sequence in the film, Dances with
Wolves. The film score, composed by John Barry, won an Academy
Award. In 1999, Peter’s score for the documentary Wisconsin: An
American Portrait won the Emmy for Best Soundtrack. In that same
year, Buffett was involved with a benefit concert for Jamie and
Robert Redford where he performed with Hawk Pope, chief of the
United Remnant Band of the Shawnee Nation. Buffett and Pope
decided to collaborate and began touring together performing a live
version of the PBS Pledge Special "Spirit,” which lead to Peter's
composition Spirit-The Seventh Fire™. Peter is the youngest son of
